5.1 Japanese group: 
5.1.1 Students of this department must pass the N1 level of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test before graduation 
5.1.2 Attend at least 2 domestic and foreign academic Japanese-related seminars. 
5.1.3 Non-Japanese students must have completed Japanese grammar and sentence patterns (I ) (II ), advanced Japanese(I ) (II ), 

Special-grade Japanese(I ) (II )  or passed the "Japanese Language Proficiency Test" N2 in the first year of master's degree 
Class certificate 

5.1.4 Before graduation, students of the master class need to publish mid-term (qualification examination) and degree 
examination (oral examination and dissertation examination), and the interval between the two must be at least three months. 
The dissertation is not included in the graduation credits.

(including) the 2021 academic year are recognized or credited by the courses offered after the 2022 academic 
year.

5.2.1 Students of the department must pass one of the tests, including  GEPT- High - Intermediate(the General 
English Proficiency Test) or above, TOEIC 750,  IELTS5.5、TOEFL-IBT71 or other as same as CEFR B2 or 
higher, before graduation. 
5.2.2 Present at least one academic seminar on English teaching at the national level and/or abroad before 
graduation, and a record of the seminar submission is required. 
5.2.3 Students in this group need to write a graduation thesis or professional practice report and pass the 
examination before completing the study requirements, The dissertation is not included in the graduation credits. 
5.2.4 Before the last semester, students who didn’t pass the english proficiency test(5.2.1.), must take a course 
relevant with English proficiency test (2 credits) from your department, The course is not included in the 
graduation credits.

5. Graduation requirements: 
5.3 Chinese Unit 
5.3.1 Students enrolled in this unit are required to complete teaching practicum at language centers that are 
registered or recognized by national or international education authorities or professional evaluation groups at all 
levels of schools or institutions. They teach non-native speakers of Chinese for at least 72 hours. 
5.3.2 Taiwanese students are not required to hold any language proficiency test certificates, whereas international 
students need to pass the TOCFL fluency (C1) level listening, reading or speaking or writing test to graduate. 
5.3.3 Students must submit at least one full paper to a national or international academic conference or journal 
before graduation. For those who are unable to fulfill the requirement before their oral defenses taking place, their 
advisers of MA dissertations have to provide letters to state the details of the paper publications. 
6. The relevant courses taken at the Departments of Applied English, Japanese, and Chinese before or after 

(including) the 2021 academic year are recognized or credited by the courses offered after the 2022 academic 
year.
